1. List the six subgenera of the (botanical) genus Odontoglossum H.    B. K., give two species of each of these subgenera and describe briefly their habitats, growth habit and floral characteristics.

2. List the major taxonomically correct genera other than Odontoglossum H. B. K. that the International Registration Authority for Orchid Hybrids classifies as odontoglossums.

3.  Give three examples, one “ancient” and two “modern”, of odontoglossums whose ancestry is

a) entirely in the genus Odontoglossum H. B. K.;

b) entirely in the genus Rhynchostele (Rchb. f.) Halb.;

c) other than a) and b), but possibly of ‘mixed’ provenance.

4. Describe briefly the habitat, growth habit and floral characteristics  

of  Cochlioda noezliana, C. sanguinea and C. vulcanica.

5. Give three examples, one “ancient” and two “modern”, of   

odontiodas whose odontoglossum ancestry is

a) entirely in the genus Odontoglossum H. B. K.;

b) entirely in the genus Rhynchostele (Rchb. f.) Halb.;

c) other than a) and b), but possibly of ‘mixed’ provenance.

6. What is the meaning of ‘xanthotic’ as opposed to ‘albinistic’? Give 

examples, with brief descriptions, of xanthotic odontoglossums and odontiodas. Please comment on their back grounds.

7. State the breeding characteristics of Odontoglossum cirrhosum, 

    Odontoglossum (Cyrtochilum) eduardii, and Odontoglossum 

    (Otoglossum) brevifolium nd list for each of them one or two of 

     their odontoglossum/odontioda hybrids.

8. What do you expect of an awardable odontoglossum/odontioda 

cultivar in terms of flower count, color, shape and size with reference to its ancestry? How many flowers per inflorescence can odontoglossums resp. odontiodas have?
