3. Describe the breeding characteristics and refer to the corresponding traits of Cyrtochilum macranthum, Lophiaris lanceanum, Psychopsis papilio and Oncidium leucochilum.
4. Giver three examples, one “ancient” and two “modern”, of each

a) Odontocidium

b) Wilsonara.

List the oncidiums (according to the IRAOH) in their ancestry and describe their floral characteristics.

5. Give two examples of each

a) Burrageara

b) Colmanara.

List the odontoglossums (according to the IRAOH) in their ancestry and describe their floral characteristics.

7. What do the terms “peloric flower” and “splash petal flower” mean?
